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The OECD offers its expertise and toolbox in support of a regional coordinated strategy to avoid large-scale loss of life and minimize the economic impact of the crisis. Our tools include the Latin America and the Caribbean Regional Programme (LACRP) and its 13 regional policy networks linked to specific OECD committees, platforms such as the LAC-DAC dialogue on triangular co-operation and south-south co-operation, as well as the Latin American Economic Outlook and various regional comparable data platforms we conduct with partners in the region on Tax, Government, Health (forthcoming) and Wellbeing (forthcoming). The OECD also monitors macroeconomic, financial and structural policies for 6 major Latin American countries and provides macroeconomic projections and detailed country policy analysis through the OECD Economic Outlook and Economic Survey publications.
The LAC Regional Programme, co-chaired by the two largest economies in the region, Mexico and Brazil, could be a supportive platform for coordination, given its unique composition, which allows high-level, whole-of-government interaction and policy exchange between OECD members and LAC countries. In addition, it constitutes a unique convening platform where international and regional organizations can come together. At present, the UN ECLAC, the IDB, CAF, the World Bank, the OAS, SEGIB and SELA take part in its Steering Group, and it has increased interaction with sub-regional institutions including in Central America, the Pacific Alliance, Mercosur and the Caribbean. 
The OECD and its Development Centre have prepared two policy notes which details the measures taken by governments in the region and the socio-economic impact of the COVID-19 crisis.

The extent to which Latin America and the Caribbean is able to contain COVID-19’s negative economic, social and health impacts will depend on its ability to develop a coordinated response at the regional level. In light of the daunting scope of the challenge, collaboration between countries and among multilateral institutions present in the region is even more important. Such collaboration could provide a strong basis to conduct further analysis on the effects of the crisis, craft policy responses for short and medium-term recovery, and draw lessons to strengthen the region’s resilience.
